ENTRY VISA FOR ‘STUDY AND ENROLMENT’ (V.N.)

The study and enrolment visa allows entry into Italy for the purposes of a long-term but fixed-term stay for foreign
nationals who intend to undertake a university course at a public or private Italian university.

To apply for the visa, the following documents must be submitted:

1) A visa application form, duly completed and signed;

2) A passport valid for at least 15 months in the case of a D visa;

3) Arecent passport-sized photograph ICAO

4) A letter of university PRE-ENROLMENT, after having submitted the application via the Universitaly portal at
the following link: https://www.universitaly.it/index.php /registration/firstste

5) Original FINAL secondary school qualification + one copy, translated into Italian, accompanied by the
relevant declaration of value or certificate of comparability and certificate of verification of authenticity CIMEA
6) A brief letter of motivation may be submitted.

7) Any certificate attesting to the successful completion of the academic aptitude test, where applicable,
together with the results of the language proficiency assessment issued by the respective Italian universities,
where applicable.

8) Language certification. Students must demonstrate their knowledge of Italian by providing certification at a level
no lower than B2. For courses taught in English, certification must be provided to demonstrate adequate knowledge of
the language at a level comparable to B2 in Italian. If the University or the training and/or internship provider has
already verified the student’s language proficiency, the University reserves the right to verify it through an interview.

9) Return travel ticket (or booking), or proof of independent means of travel;

10) Proof of accommodation for at least the initial period of stay (hotel booking, declaration of hospitality);

11) The student must have adequate insurance cover for medical treatment and hospitalisation (Art. 39(3) of
Consolidated Law No. 286 /1998 and Directive of 1 March 2000 of the Ministry of the Interior)

12) Documentation proving the availability of adequate financial resources and means of support in Italy. This
must include financial support provided by parents or third parties, or made available by Italian citizens or foreign
nationals legally resident in Italy, or provided by Italian institutions and bodies of proven standing, including
universities, or by local authorities, or by foreign institutions and bodies considered reliable by the Embassy.

To this end, any document attesting to the financial circumstances of the person assuming responsibility for the
applicant’s support may be considered suitable (certificate of ownership, employment certificate, last six payslips, bank
statements for the last six months, CNSS certificate, pension certificate; company certificates, Chamber of Commerce
extracts, company bank accounts: Minutes, etc., etc.). N.B. The list is provided by way of example only.

13) A bank certificate confirming that you have sufficient funds of at least € 783,06 per month for a period of
13 months (a minimum total of € 10.179,85).

Proof of financial means is not required if the student submits a certificate of a grant from the Italian government for a
minimum amount of the sum requested (€ 10.179,85). The amount may be reduced proportionally if the course of
study lasts for less than 12 months.

14) The student’s birth certificate and family status certificate, in original form, duly translated into Italian or
english.

PLEASE NOTE: The list of documents set out above, which are required to demonstrate possession of the necessary
qualifications and sufficient financial resources, must be submitted in original form, signed and stamped by the issuing
authority. The Head Office reserves the right to accept copies of documentation provided that the signature is
authenticated by the competent local authorities.

Moreover:

- The list of all the documents set out above is provided for guidance only. The embassy reserves the right to carry out
further checks on a case-by-case basis and to request additional documentation. The Embassy reserves the right to
invite students for a short interview.

- University pre-enrolment and acceptance by an Italian university do not automatically entitle the student to a visa
issued by this embassy. Students are advised to consult the Universitaly portal to check which documents are actually
required by the universities.
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
